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Executive summary

This deliverable presents the results of the WINDS@Santo Domingo 2009 conference, which took
place on February 5" and 6" in the campus of the Iberoamericana University (UNIBE) in Santo
Domingo, Dominican Republic.

The main objective of the conference was to promote opportunities for participation in the Seventh
Framework Program of the European Union and to bring together researchers in Information and
Communication Technologies (ICT) from the Spanish speaking Caribbean and from Europe in order
to facilitate their cooperation and optimize policy making for scientific cooperation between Europe
and the Caribbean sub-region.

WINDS@Santo Domingo 2009 endeavored to instruct the target population of researchers on:
The value of preparing ICT research proposals according to the standards of the EU;
The priority themes for funding;
The correct procedure for submitting project proposals;
How to find European partners who are willing to participate in a consortium;
How to access FP7 funding.

In the opinion of the organizing committee, the main goals previously established for the conference
were reached. A community of around 60 persons was gathered, including all top ICT researchers
of the Dominican Republic. A very high interest was shown during the event by the attendees.

The following themes of ICT Research & Development were validated as priority for the sub-region:
telemedicine, prevention and mitigation of natural disasters, fundamental research on data
acquisition and analysis, sustainable development and capacity building.

As the first WINDS@Antilles conference in Martinique, WINDS@ Santo Domingo helped to identify
critical issues from these selected topics that require further exploration, which could lead to the
development of research proposals. It was not just talking — but talking about “what matters” to
obtain successful, collaborative, high-level research.
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1. Introduction

The WINDS@Santo Domingo 2009 conference took place February 5" and Gth, at the
Iberoamericana University (UNIBE) in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic.

It was the second in a series of Regional Conferences and Seminars to promote the ICT
component of the EU Seventh Framework Program (FP7), and to foster dynamics for EU-
Caribbean collaborative research networks:

WINDS@Antilles, Martinique, December 2008
WINDS@Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic, February 2009
WINDS@West Indies, Jamaica, March 2009

The Conference was organized by WINDS-Caribe, a project supported by the European
Community under the Seventh Framework Program (FP7) that aims at deepening strategic
cooperation in research and development between the Caribbean and the European Community in
the area of Information and Communication technology.

The WINDS@Santo Domingo conference aimed to make clear to the participants:

The value of preparing ICT research proposals according to the standards of the EU;
The priority themes for funding;

The correct procedure for submitting project proposals;

How to find European partners who are willing to participate in a consortium;

How to access FP7 funding.

The conference was open to all ICT R&D stakeholders, specifically:
Researchers focusing on ICT in their research projects;
Directors of research departments;
Directors of publications related to scientific research;
Teachers and academics who are considering ICT focused research;
University authorities interested in entering into joint ventures with European partners on R&D
iISsues;
Government policy makers in charge of research in their respective institutions.

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2. Planning of the event and partners

The Conference preparation began in January 2008 at the launch of the WINDS-Caribe project.
Promotion of the event started in September 2008 through an initial contact with key policy and
research actors in Santo Domingo. The first concrete steps towards obtaining their support took
place during the preparatory visit of Dr. Cristina Urdiales (UPC) and Mr. Fabio Nascimbeni
(MENON) in September 2008. In early December 2008 UNIBE sent a more direct request for
support, needed to run a better and bigger conference (see Annex 2 model letter requesting
financial support).

Support was indeed received from almost all of the actors who had been approached initially,
some with financial contributions and others through speakers. The main contributors were:

The Cyber Park of Santo Domingo, and the NAP of the Caribbean , which participated
actively in supporting the event through the coordination of Mr. Alvaro Nadal who invited two
eminent researchers in telemedicine to speak at the conference (Rodolfo Garcia and Andrés
Mejides).

The Secretary of State for Higher Education, Scienc e and Technology (SEESCYT ),
through the Minister of SEESCyT, Mrs. Ligia Amada Melo, who gave both financial and
operational support through presentations related to the public vision of ICT research in the
country.

The company Vernet Dominican - Educational Technology, a private institution that, through
its Executive Director, Paulino Ogando, offered funds that contributed to the success of the
event.

The Technological Institute of the Americas (ITLA ), through its Research Center for High
Technology (ITLA-CREA), under the coordination of Mr. William Camilo, proposed and funded
the participation of seven speakers on topics such as disaster prevention using GIS systems,
electrical transmission of data, and the effective use of educational portals for infants, all very
consistent with the guidelines agreed for the event.

The Presidential Office of Information Technologies and Communication (OPTIC)
participated by covering the costs for some other attendees and by organizing the intervention
of Mr. Mario F. Grullon who spoke about the research aspect and the expected impact of
implementing e-Government in the Dominican Republic.

The Dominican Institute of Telecommunications (INDO  TEL), one of the Dominican
institutions that more consistently support research activities that involve ICTs in the country,
particularly telecommunications. The chairman, Dr José Rafael Vargas, and the representative
of CNSIC (National Commission for Information Society and Knowledge), Ing. Amparo Arango,
were present at the seminar.

The American Chamber of Commerce in the Dominican R epublic (DR-AMCHAM) also
gave their support by sending a guest speaker, Mr. Julio Adames, who gave his view on
research in the private sector in the Dominican Republic and its business implications.

The programme was elaborated from September 2008 by an UNIBE team composed by Fabricio
Cabrera, Darwin Mufioz, and Luis Eduardo Bayonet and validated by the project coordinator. To
give the maximum flexibility for collaboration, all supporting documentation was distributed by
electronic means. This allowed to make last minute changes in the program and to distribute
almost all of the speakers’ presentations. This also allowed the distribution of important documents
on FP7 and ICT in the Dominican Republic (equivalent to thousands of printed pages).
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A website was designed for the conference. This site was not only the reference for all
communication, both paper and digital, but also the means to download materials, photos and
reports of the event. Participants, both speakers and attendees, registered from this website
(http://seminarios.unibe.edu.do), which is linked to the WINDS-Caribe website.

An important planning activity was to determine the themes of the workshops. They were adapted
from the findings of the WINDS-Caribe R&D Agenda Report and the seven challenges of FP7.
Each workshop was presented, animated and followed up by one important actor/partner. The
themes were:

A Multi Sectoral Overview of ICT research in the Sp anish-speaking Caribbean and
Perspectives in the Dominican Republic , which was moderated by Fabricio Cabrera the first
day and Darwin Munoz the second day, both UNIBE staff.

ICT for Sustainable Environment (environment, educa  tion and health), coordinated by Mr.
Andrés Patifio, UNIBE member and PhD student of the Universidad Pontificia de Salamanca
(UPSAM).

ICT for the New Business Environment , coordinated by Mr. Georges Tahan, Director of the
Center for Research and Development Entrepreneur (CIDE) of UNIBE.

ICT for Research Capacity Building, coordinated by Luis E Bayonet Robles, UNIBE member
and PhD student of the Universidad Pontificia de Salamanca (UPSAM).

ICT for Disaster Management, Inclusion and Human De velopment , coordinated by Mr.
Julio Perier, Professor at the School of Engineering, Information Technology and
Communication of UNIBE and PhD student of the Universidad Pontificia de Salamanca
(UPSAM).

Other actors contributed diverse perspectives to this conference. We will mention for instance
Victor Pizarro, Director of the private enterprise BlueFreeWay Project for his speech on how ICT
research may help the tourist industry in Santo Domingo and Dr. David Hernandez Martich who
presented the local efforts of UNIBE in the field of research to support at least a dozen researchers
in different areas.
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3. Promotional activities and media coverage

Preliminary meetings with researchers and policy ac tors

The basic promotional activity was made through direct telephone calls to all the research
departments of the different universities, to present the project and the upcoming conference. This
was the most effective way to communicate the event.

Image to promote the conference

For all visual materials, the same photo and text were used. The photo contained matrix type zeros
and ones to symbolize ICT and a statue of the man who discovered the new world and who lived in
Santo Domingo, Christopher Columbus. The colors of the Winds Logo were recalled. This photo
was then used on leaflets, posts, invitations, CD-ROMs for supporting documents, web sites, etc.

Electronic distribution of the program and supporti ng documents

The program of the conference, along with the presentations of speakers, was made available for
download on the Winds@SantoDomingo web site. Participants may use the site to find
presentations and materials on FP7 as well as other materials of interest (i.e.: Pictures of the
event).

We invited the general press before, during the event and after the conference. Several printed
and digital media journalists also covered the event.

Darwin Mufoz, Fabricio Cabrera, and Luis Bayonet promoted the project and the conference in
several ICT events that took place in Santo Domingo before the event. Darwin Mufioz spend 30
minutes at TEC-DO (Technology Fair in Santo Domingo, see http://www.tecdo.com ); Fabricio
Cabrera accompanied by Luis E Bayonet Robles did a similar action in ICDE International
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Conference 2008, a popular eLearning International Congress held by University of the Caribbean
in Santo Domingo.

4. Conference logistic

Travel arrangements

Meals were provided both days to all participants in the university restaurant reserved for this
purpose. This encouraged participants to network around a good meal. Coffee breaks and snacks
were served in the conference room.

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5. Report from Conference and workshops

Mr. Darwin C. Mufioz, assisted by Mr. Fabricio Cabrera, coordinated the WINDS@SANTO
DOMINGO 2009 conference programme.

a. Institutional opening
The conference began with a welcome address given by Dr. Julio Amado Castafios Guzman,
Dean of Iberoamericana University (UNIBE).

Two institutional presentations were given, by the two highest authorities in the field in the country:
Mrs Ligia Amado Melo, Secretary of State of Higher Education, Science and Technology and José
Rafael Vargas, President of the Dominican Institute of Telecommunications and the National
Commission on Information Society and Knowledge. Both spoke about “ICT as a research priority
for the Spanish-speaking Caribbean and the Dominican Republic ”

b. Presentation of the context of ICT in the Spanis  h-speaking Caribbean

The plenary sessions “A multi sectoral overview of ICT research in the Spanish-speaking
Caribbean and perspectives in the Dominican Republic*, moderated by Mr. Fabricio Cabrera Bentz
(day 1) and Darwin Munoz (day 2) introduced the main panel and topics for discussion:

c. Presentation of FP7 cooperation opportunities

Fabio Nascimbeni, WINDS-Caribe Project Coordinator, gave a presentation on FP7- ICT and on
the upcoming cooperation possibilities (Presentation 06). He presented what had been done in the
Caribbean under the Framework Program 6 (FP6), and what has changed with FP7. He explained
the rules and the amount of funding available. He concluded that a new impetus for cooperation is
possible through multiple means: the continuation of general program targeted openings in key
areas, incentives for international cooperation, new action supporting dialogues, a new theme to
extend constituencies, a new theme to broaden international cooperation in existing projects, and a
new action under e-Infrastructures. The activities of WINDS-Caribe were designed to produce an
increase in Caribbean patrticipation.

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d. Presentation of the WINDS-Caribe project

Darwin Mufioz , ICT Director of UNIBE and Coordinator of Winds-Caribe Project for the Spanish
speaking Caribbean, presented the WINDS-Caribe project, the Internet tools made available for
the community, and the target communities of actors. The web site http://www-winds-lac.eu was
presented to explain what is available there. An invitation to register on the database was extended
to all participants. The conference was also the opportunity to officially launch a new Internet tool
made available by Funredes for the community- the Web 2.0 that should facilitate the development
of a community of researchers in 2009.

e. Thematic workshops

A set of common themes for EU-Caribbean collaboration in ICT R&D was identified by the WINDS-
Caribe initial mapping exercise. The five workshops of the conference were therefore organized
along these themes.

Fabricio Cabrera Bentz, director of the faculty of ICT Engineering at UNIBE explained the themes
at the end of the first morning of the conference and presented the findings the following morning.
An overview of multi sectoral ICT research in the Spanish-speaking Caribbean and perspectives in
the Dominican Republic was given by Fabricio Cabrera and Darwin Mufioz  on the first and
second day, respectively. The workshop on ICT for Sustainable Environment was coordinated by
Mr. Andrés Patifio, member of UNIBE and PhD student at the Universidad Pontificia de
Salamanca (UPSAM). The workshop on ICT for the New Business Environment was coordinated
by Mr. Georges Tahan , Director of the Center for Research and Development Entrepreneur
(CIDE) of UNIBE. The workshop on ICT for Capacity Building was coordinated by Mr. Luis E
Bayonet Robles , member of UNIBE and PhD student at the Universidad Pontificia de Salamanca
(UPSAM). Finally, the workshop on ICT for Disaster Management, Inclusion and Human
Development, was coordinated by Mr. Julio Perier, Professor at the School of Engineering,
Information Technology and communication UNIBE and PhD student at Universidad Pontificia de
Salamanca (UPSAM).

During the workshops, some participants made formal presentations of their research. Edilly
Camilo y Rafael Montero , a Masters student at Universidad Autonoma de Santo Domingo
(UASD) presented “Las TIC aplicadas a la produccion de ayudas técnicas y servicios de
rehabilitacion y su contribucién con el nivel de autonomia de las personas con discapacidad en
RD”. Dr. Rafael D'Oleo Montero, PhD student from UPSAM, presented “Competencias
Informacionales en docentes de las Facultades de Ciencias de la Salud y el uso de las TIC como
apoyo a la docencia Republica Dominicana”.

Three presentations were given to explain concretely how to get involved in FP7, what it takes to
build a good team, how to get the process started, etc.

FP7 Rules for participation, open calls and examples of projects, by Fabio Nascimbeni -

Tools to facilitate participation, by Daniel Pimienta - FUNREDES
Suggestions for the next calls of FP7, by Alejandra Davidziuk - MENON Network.

The speakers emphasized the importance of choosing strong partners and getting efficient support
to build projects. It was specified that every project idea must be solid, demonstrated and
executed. The project proposal is the key document in building a project. This presentation was
very interactive and anticipated the afternoon seminar.

The speakers also briefly described other EU Programs for 2007-2013 than FP7. Direct programs
like Erasmus Mundus, LIFE+, MEDIA, Culture, and Tempus deal with ICT research. Indirect
programs i.e. Cohesion Fund, Social Fund and External Aid can also be interesting. A very good
example of an operational program financed by structural funds is called "Caraibes".

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6. List of attendees and participants feedback

More than 250 ICT research actors were invited, and the event was marketed through numerous
direct phone calls to encourage possible attendees to the WINDS@ SantoDomingo conference to
use the web tool. Obviously not all of them did show up or register on the web site. Researchers’
responses were understandable however, considering the economic crisis and an important
concurrent activity in the Universidad Autonoma de Santo Domingo, which made the attendants,
switch from one location to another, especially the second day.

The objective of 50 local participants was reached. It is important to note that we reached that
number because UNIBE managed to obtain additional funding from the SEESCyT, Vernet, and
NAP to cover some travel costs and accommodation for participants.

Among the 86 registered participants we had a significant number of researchers and policy
stakeholders (OPTIC, SEESCYT, ITLA, INDOTEL, CNSIC, PUBLIC HEALH, IBIlI, etc.). The
detailed list of attendees is presented in Annex 6.

The feedback from the participants was pretty good. An evaluation form (see Annex 8) was filled in
by 47 attendees (50%). The results are as follows:

Best of the free text answers (free translation)

Most Positive Outcomes of the event : The event has been good, maybe it would be good idea to
have more workshops and exhibitions and less speeches. Very interesting and good meeting
space (El evento ha sido bueno, tal vez seria bueno contar con otros (tomando) en cuentas mas
talleres y menos exposiciones. Muy interesante y buen espacio de encuentro).

Most Negative Outcomes of the event (and/or things  ): according to the program there is a point
addressed to the government, but the seminar did not touch the subject. In the same sense,
possible new proposals were also not solicited or discussed, perhaps because they were not
expressed. There should have been more players from Dominican Republic representing institutes,
universities, private business but they missed the conference (de acuerdo al programa existe un
punto dirigido a gobierno, pero no se toco el tema, en este sentido ademas no se preguntd o se
analizé posibles nuevas propuestas, and talvez por falta de difusion, pero hay actores
dominicanos que deberian estar (o estar representados) y no estuvieron (institutos, universidades,
empresarios).

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7. Results of the conference

Since it was the first time a seminar like this was presented in Dominican Republic, many
participants expressed some concern on FP7 projects set-up and management. For many
Dominican researchers FP7 is a new topic on their agenda. Expert assistance and more training
were requested to start preparing projects according to FP7 standards. The increased probability
of meeting other researchers and policy stakeholders during these two days allowed the
participants to envision the partnerships required for such projects.

It is estimated that around 300 people are somehow involved with ICT R&D in the Dominican
Republic. The event invitation was sent to over 250 researchers and policy stakeholders
considered and more than 85 persons attended the event full time, some others appeared only for
specific topics within their interest. The first target, to make the FP7 program known, is therefore
estimated to have been attained. Again it must be understood that the financial support of the
Dominican Republic government through the SEESCyT (FondoCyT program) was essential in
obtaining this level of participation under good conditions. This support also clearly must shows
that policy stakeholders’ interest is very high for ICT.

Overall, the conference was considered as a special opportunity to be informed about FP7.
Presentations and workshops were of good quality and created a real two-way exchange of
information between the EU and DR researchers. The conference facilitated knowledge sharing
among participants as it was designed to stimulate thinking about the creation of new research
projects that can be used to solve local problems. The conference helped to identify critical issues
from the various selected topics that need to be explored further and with regards to the
socialization process in planning research proposals. It was not just talking — but talking about
“what matters” in order to succeed in collaborative high-level research.

And, last but not least, the opportunity for networking offered by workshops, lunchtime, and
continuous coffee breaks, was very well perceived by all participants.

8. Future work and undergoing tasks

The Conference participants who are interested in FP7 opportunities for their research have been
invited to register in the WINDS database on the http://www.winds-lac.eu web site. Other
stakeholders who could not attend the conference were also invited to use the project website as a
follow-up and patrticipation tool.

Besides the database, the site also contains a tool for creating a virtual community (done with
Moodle, a Web 2.0 software). Its purpose is to develop a network of ICT researchers, including the
mapping of their ICT capacities, direction of projects and coaching the development of project
proposals through experienced researchers, as well as matchmaking.

During the conference it was noted that research groups who are not familiar with FP7 projects
should start by being a partner of an existing project and not directly a project leader.
Consequently, it is of utmost importance for them to present their expertise and capacities to
potential project leaders looking for partners through actions such as registering in the database
and participating in the virtual community.

As requested by many participants, we should also provide expert advice and answer specific
guestions that might arise in researchers' minds. The WINDS-Caribe online helpdesk shall deal
with this.
