The First R&D Conference of the WINDS-LA project was organized by PUC-Rio, MENON 
and the WINDS Consortium, with the title WINDS@Rio, held at the Pontifícia Universidade 
Católica do Rio de Janeiro (PUC-Rio), Rio de Janeiro, Brazil 02-03 October 2007.  
 
The WINDS Conference is an event of academic-scientific purpose that gathered in Rio de 
Janeiro professors, researchers and professionals to discuss EU-Brazil collaboration on 
different areas of ICT research. The objective of project WINDS@Rio was to start 
establishing a forum over research projects between Europe and Brazil, fostering the 
contribution in well established sectors, bringing sustainable benefits for Science, Economy 
and the Society as a whole. WINDS@Rio also gathered specialists to exchange knowledge, 
practical experiences and research topics related to the Great Challenges of the Brazilian 
Computer Society. 
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1. INTRODUCTION 
 

WINDS-LA is a project supported by European Commission which aims at a fostering 
cooperation between Europe and Latin America by building, starting from what already 
exists, a multinational and multistakeholder community. The project tries to identify common 
needs, research issues and opportunities for cooperative R&D between EU and Latin 
America, setting the basis for the formulation of a global strategy for future research 
cooperation. WINDS-LA acts in countries such as Argentina, Brazil and Mexico, whose have 
a great history of contribution with the European Union. In order to understand Brazil’data it 
have been included two tables from World Bank with general information Brazil Country Data 
Profile  and  Brazil   ICT at a Glance. The country has a particular policy for ICT research, 
named Informatics Law.  
 
 
The First R&D Conference of the WINDS-LA project took place on 02 and 03 October 2007 
in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, at PUC-Rio (Pontifícia Universidade Católica do Rio de Janeiro). A 
lot of effort was mobilized to bring together a set of speakers composed of leading policy 
makers as well as distinguished researchers and scientists.

Multistakeholder participation: not only researchers but also ICT users, civil society actors 
and SMEs participated actively

Presence of FP6 projects and experts: 4 European projects were presented, together with
