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1 Introduction

The WINDS@MEXICO 2007 event took place the 6th and 7th of December
2007, at the premises of the Tecnoldgico de Monterrey, Campus Estado de
México, Edificio CCI, Sala de Alta Direccion. It was the third in a series of
Regional Conferences to promote and disseminate the Seventh Framework
Progamme (FP7), and to develop collaborative research networks, namely:

WINDS@BUENOS AIRES, November 2007
WINDS@MEXICO, December 2007

The event was organized by WINDS Latin America, a project supported by the
European Community under the 6th Framework Programme aiming at
deepening strategic cooperation in research and development between Latin
America and the European Community in Information Technologies and
Communications topics for the 7th Framework Programme (FP7). The FP7 is
the main instrument of the European Community to finance research and
technological development. Part of the program budget is designated to
international cooperation, in which the participation of Latin American partners
is considered.

2 Planning of the event and strategic partners

The content of the event (conference programme) was carefully planned with an
active participation of Ulises Cortés, Fabio Nascimbeni, Isabel Kreiner and Luis
Trejo. We developed the first agenda proposal taking into consideration the
main goals of the event. A very detailed revision and several suggestions were
proposed by Mr Klaus Pendl from the European Commission, hence new
versions of the agenda came out until a final version considering all concerns
and suggestions was attained. This tuning process lasted for more than 2
weeks. The output was a conference programme of one day and a half.

After the previous process was achieved, we added for the second afternoon a
session with a selected group of 30 SNIs (researchers subscribed to the
National Research System) and developed a focus group that had the task of
developing an action plan to increase national participation in FP7. The session
was led by the Tecnoldgico de Monterrey and the FCCyT (Foro Consultivo
Cientifico y Tecnoldgico) which is an organization with vast experience on this
type of tasks. The output of this focus group is being documented as well as a
schedule of activities that should start in mid January 2008.

We worked very close with several actors regarding the planning of the event,
mainly our strategic partners were: FCCyT (Foro Consultivo Cientifico y
Tecnologico), CUDI (Consorcio de Universidades para el Desarrollo de Internet
2), RedClara, Universidad Virtual del Tecnolégico de Monterrey, UEMEXCyT
(Liaison Office to Increase Collaboration Between Mexico and European
Community in Science and Technology), and AMITI (Asociacion Mexicana de la
Industria de las Tecnologias de la Informacion).

They were responsible for
gathering all presentations and adapt them to TV format for transmission, as
well as to guarantee the time slot reserved for presentations, questions &
answers, and coffee breaks. All presentations were recorded and are available
for consultation. A copy of the recording was sent to Fabio Nascimbeni and to
Mr. Klaus Pendl.

The conference was simultaneously transmitted as a videoconference using
internet 2 as well as videostreaming using traditional internet by means of the
Universidad Virtual infrastructure, CUDI (Consorcio de Universidades para el
Desarrollo de Internet 2) and RedClara to Higher Education Institutions and
Research Centers in Mexico and Latin America. Next, we present some
numbers reflecting remote access to the conference.

9 Results and Conclusions

The event did not only promote the FP7 program from the European Union but
also informed about the different experiences obtained during previous FPs and
discussed new opportunities of participation for the academic community and
industry (see final version of the agenda in Annex VII or on-line at
http://www.winds-la.eu). Difficulties and fears the Mexican researchers will have
to face and overcome as well as future actions to enhance a higher participation
of Mexican researchers in the FP7 were addressed. The creation of a national
network in ICT research, with the detailed mapping of the ITC capacities,
identification of “mature” projects and coaching the development of project
proposals through experienced researchers, as well as the creation of platforms
for matchmaking (partner search) were proposed. It was pointed out the
importance of disseminating national research activities and creating more local
financing opportunities to support activities such as networking, seminars and
workshops.

It is estimated that more then 6,500 persons work in the research field in ITC in
Mexico, from technicians to doctoral level, in research centers as well as in
industry. The event invitation was sent to over 1,000 researchers considered
leaders in the area of ITC research and company contacts and more than 100
persons attended the event. The first target to make the FP7 program known is

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therefore estimated to have been fully reached. The event had as specific
results a priority list of specific topics of interest for participation in the ICT work
program (FP7) and a list of Mexican top researchers engaged to participate
actively in the national ICT network proposed.

Overall, the event was considered as a very good opportunity to be informed
about opportunities to participate in FP7. Presentations were of good quality
and FP7 focused; also the possibility for networking and discussion was
extraordinary. It was recommended by the audience to perform more similar
events in the near future. It is now important to maintain the high level of
enthusiasm created in the research community; follow up actions should take
place in a short term seconded by a strong marketing and dissemination
activities.

10 Future work and Undergoing Tasks

Among several undergoing tasks and follow up activities, we can mention the
following ones:

1. The creation of a Catalogue of Participants. People was invited to take
their picture and leave its personal information regarding contact
information, main research projects and area of interest; information that
can be shared with other international organisms towards international
collaboration. We received 74 volunteers. This catalogue is almost ready
and will be published in the WINDS-LA official web site. A sample of
such catalogue can be found in Annex VIII.

4. The outcomes of the focus group led by the Tecnoldgico de Monterrey
and the FCCyT (closed session on the second afternoon with a
participation of more than 30 SNIs) are being documented. An action
plan for 2008 that will start shortly is being under construction.
